e How well do you read and write that/those languages?

e [sit your intention to create works in languages other than English, whether monolingual or bilingual
works?

C. For Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander

e Maximum one document per application. This document can contain samples across different forms but
should be contained in one document.
Formats accepted: word, pdf, excel, jpg, png, mp4
Your work cannot exceed 10 megabytes.
If you are providing lllustrations, a maximum of 10 images will be considered.
If you are providing text, a maximum of 20 pages will be considered.
If you are providing literary translations, a maximum of 20 pages will be considered.
